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QUESTION 1: HOW DID THE BERLIN BLOCKADE INTENSIFY COLD WAR
TENSIONS BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
(USA) AND THE SOVIET UNION (USSR) IN THE LATE 1940s?
SOURCE 1A

The extract below explains the reasons for the Berlin Blockade in 1949.

Germany rapidly became a sparring ground for the Cold War. After having
politically reorganised their occupation zones in defeated Germany, the British and
Americans wanted to revive the German economy, which implied radical monetary
reform. On 20 June 1948, the Western Allies introduced a new unit of account. The
German Mark, the Deutsche Mark (DM), was introduced in all the Western zones
and replaced the Reichsmark, which had lost all its value. This monetary reform
enabled the shops to be filled once again with goods that had, until then, only been
obtainable on the black market. While the Communists took over nearly all the
command posts in the Eastern zone, the ideas of the former Allies about the
economic and political organisation of Germany became more at odds with each
other every day.

Hoping to keep Berlin united in the heart of the Soviet zone, and denouncing what
it called the Anglo-American policy of acting without consultation, the USSR
reacted to this initiative on 24 June 1948 by imposing a total blockade of the
Western sectors of Berlin. The city lay in the Soviet zone but the Americans, the
British and the French were established in their respective occupation zones.
Access to Berlin by road, rail and water were impossible until 12 May 1949. Food
supplies and electricity were cut. The introduction of the DM in the Western sectors
of Berlin was the official cause, but the Soviet Union probably wanted to capture
the capitalist island in its occupation zone by making the British, French and
Americans leave Berlin. The latter reacted swiftly: the Allied Airlift, introduced by
General Lucius D. Clay, was to be the appropriate American counter-measure.

The source below focuses on the reaction of the Western Powers toward the Russian
blockade of Berlin in 1949.

.. Only the air corridors on which the four victorious powers had agreed in the Air

Agreement of 1945/46 were unaffected. For that reason, the three Western powers
began an Airlift to Berlin to supply the city and its approximately two million
inhabitants with the necessities. It was an ambitious plan never before attempted
on this scale and it was unclear whether it would work.

On June 28, 1948, the first American and British aircraft landed at Tempelhof and
Gatow airfields with goods for the peaple of Berlin. Many other flights followed, but
nobody could predict how long the blockade would last. For that reason, the
Western powers initially planned to supply the city into the winter. The aim of the
first weeks of the Airlift was te fly 4,500 tons of goods into the city every day. This
was raised to 5,000 tons a day in the autumn of 1948. To meet the city's energy
needs, coal made up a large proportion of this tonnage.

.. The British mobilised their Royal Air Force and contracted with an additional 25
charter companies to fly mainly oil and gasoline into the city. Aside from their circa
23 percent share of the total Airlift tonnage for freight, the British were also
responsible for the lion's share of passenger transport during the blockade.

The Western powers used the media very effectively to publicise this outstanding
efficiency. The continuing positive reporting on Allied tonnage and the growing
reputation of the Western powers were certainly part of the reason for lifting the
Soviet blockade on May 12, 1949. Despite the end of the blockade, the Airlift
continued for another four months into the late summer of 1949.

The extract below outlines the impact of the Berlin Blockade on the United States of
America and its allies.

The Berlin Blockade and Airlift was a major incident in the Cold War because it was the
first case of direct conflict between the US and the USSR. Indeed, both the blockade and
the airlift had the potential to spark a war. Consequently, it greatly increased tensions
between the two superpowers. The blockade had convinced the Western powers that
they needed to cooperate militarily with other Westem countries (such as Britain and
France) in order to protect themselves against the threat of the Soviet Union. Thus, a
direct consequence of the blockade and airift was the formation of NATO by the
Western powers.

In addition to this, in April 1948, the USA, Britain and France announced the formation of
the German Federal Republic which officially divided Germany into Western and Eastern
blocks as a result of the tensions caused by the blockade. Another important
consequence of the blockade and airlift was the continuation of Western presence in
Berlin. In the long term, this would ensure that Berlin continued to be a hotspot in Cold
War relations, facilitating another crisis with the building of the Berlin Wall in 1961.
Likewise, the airlift was used as propaganda in the USA to claim victory over the East.
This solidified the importance of Berlin in the propaganda war between East and West,
which continued throughout the Cold War.

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QUESTION 2: WHY DID ANGOLA BECOME THE FOCAL POINT OF THE COLD
WAR IN AFRICA IN THE 1970s?

SOURCE 2A

The extract below explains the origin of the Angolan War of Independence.

A salient (noticeable) reason for the continuation of the civil war after independence
was a result of the reluctance of the dominant liberation movements to share power
within a multi-ethnic society. Unlike former Portuguese colonies, the Angolan people
fought their colonisers on three fronts. The MPLA called for a single united front of all
anti-colonial Angolan forces, however, its popular appeal was largely limited to the
Mbundu — Angola's second-largest ethnic group — and the multiracial Mestiqos. The
MPLA's nationalist drive did not appeal to the Bakongo people, who rallied to militant
right-wing FNLA leader, Holden Roberto's call for the re-establishment of the ancient
Kingdom of Kongo in the nerih of Angola. FNLA supporters were largely rural and
remained separated from colonial society, but suffered extensively from land
dispossession under colonial authorities in the 1950s. The formation of UNITA in
1966 attracted the largest support base; the Ovimbundu ethnic group, although
geographically fragmented, was largely integrated into colonial society, and used
UNITA as a vehicle for opposing the ethnic groups supporting the FNLA and the
MPLA.

Thus, while a power-sharing arrangement was agreed upon after.independence was
secured, power struggles ensued almost immediately as the agreement collapsed.
This was aggravated by the withdrawal of the Portuguese in 1975; refusing to impose
peace or supervise elections, and failing to hand over power to any one party, the
Portuguese armies exited Angola and left the country. and its future to its own
devices. It was here that the common anti-colonial goal was abandoned, and the
three dominant liberation movements began a steady struggle for power. On
August 1, 1975, UNITA formally declared war on the MPLA.

The source below explains the involvement of the superpowers in the Angolan
Civil War of 1975.

While UNITA secured external funding through the sale of Angola's diamonds, the
MPLA was receiving the bulk of its funding from the USSR, Cuba and the People's
Republic of Congo. When in 1974 — 1976 South Africa intervened on behalf of the
FNLA and UNITA, Cuba aided the MPLA by sending thousands of troops who
remained stationed in Angola throughout the civil war. ... Aside from external funding
and aid, the exploitation and external trade of Angolan oil and diamonds (not already
secured by UNITA) largely contributed to the MPLA's finances.

During the civil war period, the FNLA received support from several external sources.
France supplied troops and presented the FNLA with a loan of 1 million pounds
sterling, without interest, while the US financially supported the FNLA by directing
one-third of its Zaire budget to both the FNLA and UNITA. FNLA leader, Holden
Roberto, secured funding from Israel after visits in the 1960s, and FNLA troops were
sent to Israel for training. Arms were supplied to the FNLA by Israel during the 1970s
through Zaire. Additionally, the FNLA received support (arms) from the People's
Republic of China in 1964.

SOURCE 2C

The extract below was taken from a book by Bernice Labuschagne, an academic for
Social Sciences and Political Sciences attached to the University of Stellenbosch. It
explains the reasons for South Africa's involvement in the Angolan Civil War of 1975.

SA's first intervention in Angola seems to have resulted from the need to secure and
protect its own interests. The government was severely anti-communist at this time,
as the notion of the 'total national strategy' against the 'total onslaught' of
communism became the all-encompassing (comprehensive) factor that determined
foreign policy. SA's détente politics toward Africa at this time was pursued rather
successfully prior to the Angolan intervention in order to establish buffer zones, which
would hopefully protect SA from the increasing communist threat.

In addition, SA was becoming increasingly worried about this possible threat as the
USSR and Cuba were enlarging their support to the MPLA after the coup in Portugal
in 1974. The concentration of SWAPO insurgents on the southern Angola border
furthermore endangered SA's interests in SWA, as SWAPO was one of the MPLA's
biggest African allies. Both the MPLA and SWAPO were seen as Soviet proxies
during the Cold War.

South Africa was, however, not the only African state concerned about the escalating
communist threat in Angola. States such as Gabon, the Ivory Coast, Kenya, Zambia
and Zaire were all very much concerned that if the MPLA government came to power
in Angola, it would endanger them as well. In addition, SA was pressured by some in
the international community to get involved in Angola for the first time. The USA, like
SA, was also strongly anti-=communist and supported SA's initial involvement to some
extent. France also had eoncerns.

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QUESTION 3: WHAT CHALLENGES DID THE LITTLE ROCK NINE FACE
DURING THE INTEGRATION OF CENTRAL HIGH SCHOOL IN

SOURCE 3A

The extract below outlines the reason for the integration of educational facilities in
Arkansas in the 1950s.

The desegregation of Central High School in Little Rock, Arkansas, is one of the
most pivotal moments in the Civil Rights Movement. The efforts of L.C. and Daisy
Bates, attorney Christopher Mercer Jr., the Little Rock Nine and others who helped
desegregate Central High began with the landmark U.S. Supreme Court case, Brown
v. Board of Education of Topeka. Because this ruling indicated that 'separate but
equal' facilities and accommodations were unconstitutional, the local chapter of the
NAACP led by Daisy Bates was able to challenge local authorities and demand that
public schools be desegregated.

The Federal court case dealt with Linda Brown, a young black girl who had been
denied admission to a local elementary school in Topeka, Kansas, because of the
colour of her skin. Chief Justice Earl Warren wrote in his opinion that segregation
was unconstitutional both in Linda's case and in all cases of educational segregation.

The mass resistance the Little Rock Nine faced in 1957 was immense; partly
because of the reaction of then-Governor, Orval Faubus, who activated the Arkansas
National Guard in order to deny them entry into the school. These events played out
in the international arena via television and radio broadcasts, and the bravery and
perseverance of the nine students became a national symbol-6f the Civil' Rights
Movement.

The source below describes the reaction of the American people after the outcome of
the Brown v. Board of Education ruling.

Little Rock Nine, a group of African American high-school students who challenged
racial segregation in the public schools of Little Rock, Arkansas. The group -
consisting of Melba Pattillo, Ernest Green, Elizabeth Eckford, Minnijean Brown,
Terrence Roberts, Carlotta Walls, Jefferson Thomas, Gloria Ray and Thelma
Mothershed — became the centre of the struggle to desegregate public schools in the
United States, especially in the South. The events that followed their enroliment in
Little Rock Central High School provoked an intense national debate about racial
segregation and civil rights.

During the summer of 1957, the Little Rock Nine enrolled at Little Rock Central High
School, which until then had been all white. The students' effort to enrol was
supported by the U.S. Supreme Court's decision in Brown v. Board of Education
(1954), which had declared segregated schooling to be unconstitutional.

Warned by the Little Rock Board of Education not to attend the first day of school, the
nine African American students arrived on the second day accompanied by a small
interracial group of ministers. They encountered a large white mob in front of the
school, who began shouting, throwing stones and threatening to kill the students. In
addition, about 270 soldiers of the Arkansas National Guard, sent by Arkansas Gov.
Orval Eugene Faubus, blocked the school's entrance. Faubus had declared his
opposition to integration and his intention to defy a Federal Court order requiring
desegregation.

SOURCE 3C

The source below sheds more light on how the Little Rock Nine were harassed when
they were eventually allowed on the school grounds of Little Rock High School.

Although several of the black students had positive experiences on their first day of
school, according to a September 25, 1957, report in The New York Times, they
experienced routine harassment and even violence throughout the rest of the year.
Melba Patillo, for instance, was kicked, beaten and had acid thrown in her face. At
one point, white students burned an African American effigy (doll) in a vacant lot
across from the school. Gloria Ray was pushed down a flight of stairs, and the Little
Rock Nine were barred from participating in extracurricular activities.

Minnijean Brown was expelled from Central High School in February 1958 for
retaliating against the attacks. The harassment went beyond the students: Gloria
Ray's mother was fired from her job with the State of Arkansas when she refused to
remove her daughter from the school. The 101st Airborne and the National Guard
remained at Central High School for the duration of the year.

On May 25, 1958, Ernest Green, the only senior among the Little Rock Nine, became
the first African American graduate of Central High.

In September 1958, one year after Central High was integrated, Governor Faubus
closed all of Little Rock's high schools for the entire year, pending a public vote, to
prevent African American attendance. Little Rock citizens voted 19 470 to 7 561
against integration and the schools remained closed.

Other than Green, the rest of the Little Rock Nine completed their high school
careers via correspondence or at other high schools across the country. Eckford
joined the Army and later earned her General Education Equivalency diploma. Little
Rock's high schools reopened in August 1959.
