(Information from the sources must not be used as it is)

Learners must do text referencing to avoid plagiarism

Teachers must provide a clear worded task for the learners i.e. the task must
include time frames for each stage of the assignment e.g. dates for the
submission of the first draft and second draft and final document (action plan)
At each stage, the teacher must monitor the learners and give feedback
Reflections (what the learner has learnt in the process)

Finally, the learner must write the assignment
